Background: 

Against the background of mounting elections and related suspicion coupled recently by the reports of polling irregularities recorded 

during the amidst the many suspicion and acrimony over the actuality of the vote counts of the first phase of the elections results 

from both sides of the political divide, Liberia Democracy Watch (LDW) has embarked on the pilot project branded: Expedited Vote 

Tabulation Program”. The aim of the process is in several folds which include; mitigating probable elections related conflict which 

could evolve out of the administration and management of the vote counting process; To this end, LDW with support from the 

Carter Center embarked on a crash program to effect the pilot which LDW hopes to perfect over time as Liberia moves closer to the 

administration of what is projected to be its most critical elections in 2011.  

 Imperative: 
o To reduce suspicion about the vote count; 
o Strengthen public acceptable the results 
o Enhance CSOs relevance in Liberia’s electoral processes; 
o Serve as a peace building mechanism on electoral issues 

 

 Methodology: 
o Established a network of community volunteers/Monitors 
o Established a Call Center to gather field information and to verify what has been received; 
o Development of an electronic data process system for expedited processing.  

 Outcome: 
Á Early retrieval of a minimum of 70% of the Results within 24 hours of the close of polls; 
Á Mirroring the efficiency and intervention possibilities available to CSOs in Liberia 
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 Campaign Environment; 
o The Campaign environment was encouraging very accommodating the mature. LDW congratulates the parties for the 

process and admonish them to continue along this line.  

 General Organization: 
o LDW congratulates the NEC for an efficient administration of the run-off. The process was smooth though slow. The 

NEC is admonished to continue in this line and prepare for future challenges averting any recurrence of the 
irregularities experienced during the first phase. It must be noted that going forward, agencies of government must 
coordinate well before embarking on nationally significant process. The Administration of a national Yellow Fever 
vaccination campaign and the holding of elections on the same day were unfortunate and undermined the very turn-
out at elections.

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 Media Coverage:  
o The Media recorded a remarkable feat by providing immeasurable coverage of the elections and provided the public 

up to date information to the public there by helping to reduce public tension during the process.

The Results: 
 

Liberia Democracy Watch (LDW) is please to announce that as a consequence of this pilot project, it is elated by the current results 

realized and trusts that its elections and related programs will enhanced the integrity of the overall process.  

Accordingly, LDW further announces that the results to be announced are not the official outcome the Elections process as ONLY the 

NEC has the authority to announce the results of national elections, except they otherwise so delegate this responsibility to another 

organ. 

LDW employed the energies and commitment of 49 volunteers including members of its staff and was able to general 80% of the 

total vote count within less than 24 hours after the close of the polls. 

LDW informs the public that the figures are not perfect as there were immeasurable limitations experienced in covering and 

collecting the data including its expeditious processing. Accordingly, LDW believes that these figures will not substantially change 

when the final 20% of the votes are collected, collated and announced by the NEC.
